Fairmont Area Foundation (FAF) uses these guidelines to determine if your organization
qualifies for consideration. If you feel you do, we encourage you to apply. If you’re not
sure, we’ll be happy to review it with you.

I. GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. Projects/Programs must serve Fairmont and the surrounding area.

2. FAF makes grants for innovative and creative projects/programs dealing with
changing community needs in the areas of Arts and Humanities, Community
and Civic Affairs, Social and Economic Growth, Environment, and Y outh.
FAF makes grants to organizations recognized as a 501(c)3 public charity.

4. FAF gives preference to projects/programs which:

a. Hold the greatest potential for long-term community benefits.

b. Hold the best potential to succeed.

c. Encourage more efficient use of community resources and services.

d. Fulfill unmet community needs.

e. Involve other citizens and community groups.

5. FAF also encourages other groups to participate in funding projects.
