» The first train arrived in
October 1899.

» In December of 1899, the
Watonwan Valley Railway
sold out to the Chicago, St.
Paul, Minneapolis, and
Omaha Railway.

» By February 1900, there
were 214 Inhabitants.

» On March 29, 1900, a
15‘”peci.r:11 election was held
or incorporation. It
passed 65 to 10.
